In partnership with its six member Councils, EMRC has been working
since 2000 to develop a suitable resource recovery solution that will serve
Perth’s Eastern Region into the future. This is known as the Resource
Recovery Project. The project will provide a more sustainable and
environmentally friendly solution to managing our waste. EMRC’s key
objective is to have a fully operational resource recovery solution in place
by 2015. This may involve a Resource Recovery Facility to treat waste and
generate compost and/or energy, and a resource recovery park to process
and recycle timber, mattresses and other waste materials including
household junk.

EMRC’s Resource Recovery Project is consistent with the State
Government’s strategic direction for waste management in Western
Australia, and its Draft State Waste Strategy, of increasing the recovery of
municipal waste by way of re-use, reprocessing, recycling or energy recovery.
